Brent Sebright, Company President, has said there will be no additional lay off of employees, they all reported
for work at normal starting time the next morning. We have adequate production space to move the workers
from the building that burned into our other production facilities. We will start additional shifts if necessary, but
feel that our other three production facilities in the West Michigan area can handle the influx of workers.
Projects currently in production will not experience any delays.

The Engineering-Design offices have been moved to temporary quarters in another building within the same
complex, and are already up and running. Phones and internet access are restored as well.
